The broun fellinis to release holiday album 

Beloved Bay Area trio abstracts the xmas music canon on December 4
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San Francisco, December 1.   The broun fellinis will release "December," a long-awaited holiday CD, on December 4, 2007.  It is now available on iTunes, and there will be two CD release parties – one on each side of the Bay:

Friday December 14 at Jupiter in Berkeley

Tuesday December 18 at Cafe du Nord in San Francisco

There will also be in-store appearances at Open Mind Records on December 1st and 8th.

"December" abstracts the tradition of holiday music, from the metal version of "Carol of the Bells" to dubby "Dreidel." There's the house "Chanukah O Chanukah" for grooving while licking latke grease off your fingers, and maybe the first Afro-Latin rendition of "Little Drummer Boy." 

Founded in 1991, the trio includes Kevin Carnes on drums and electronics, David Boyce on saxophone and effects, and Kirk Peterson on bass. "December" – the band's seventh record – was arranged and produced by Carnes, and is being released on Stylus Quo Records. 

Often cited among the founding fathers of the San Francisco acid jazz scene, the broun fellinis move within art, electronica, free jazz and hip hop, and have maintained a passionate following in the Bay Area and along the West Coast. Each member is also known for side or previous projects, like The Supplicants and Kosmic Renaissance (Boyce), and A Little Friction, UAF, The Beatnigs, and George Clinton (Carnes).
